STATIONS OF THE CROSS

The Stations of the Cross, also known as the
Way of the Cross or Via Crucis, commemorate
Jesus's passion and death on the cross. There
are 14 stations that each depict a moment on
his journey to Calvary, usually through sacred
art, prayers, and reflections. The practice be-
gan as pious pilgrims traced his path through
Jerusalem on the Via Dolorosa.

Later, for the many who wanted to pass along
the same route, but could not make the trip to
Jerusalem, a practice developed that eventual-
ly took the form of the fourteen stations cur-
rently found in almost every church through-
out the world.

El Via Crucis, también conocido como Camino
de la cruz, conmemora la pasién y muerte de
Jesus en la cruz. Consta de 14 estaciones, cada
una de las cuales representa un momento de
su camino al Calvario, generalmente a través
del arte sacro, oraciones y reflexiones. La
practica comenzd cuando los peregrinos
piadosos seguian su camino a través de
Jerusalén por la Via Dolorosa.

M3ds tarde, para quienes deseaban recorrer la

misma ruta pero no podian llegar a Jerusalén,
se desarrollé una practica que con el tiempo
tomod la forma de las catorce estaciones que
hoy se encuentran en casi todas las iglesias del
mundo.
